1. Help people reduce stress: According to recent
research from the University of Sussex, “Even 6
minutes of reading a day is enough to avoid 2/3 of the
daily stress a person faces. "Getting lost" in the pages
of a book leads to absolute relaxation. In particular,
according to experts, reading a book before going
to bed is an activity that relaxes people and helps
them cope with any stressors.” In fact, this method is
considered very effective in treating anxiety.

2. Helps Concentration: The habitual reader of books
acquires the ability to pay full attention to what he
is doing and to think in a practical, effective, and

objective way. He also develops the ability to make
decisions and solve problems.

3. Helps people fight insomnia: The habit of reading
books before bed helps regulate the biological clock
and sends the signal to the brain that it is time to sleep.

4. Helps to cure stroke: according to experts, reading
makes the brain able to resist any damage, including
stroke, because its "forces" readers to use alternative
synapses, that is, connections between neurons in the
brain.
